After clarifying the impact of the historical legacy of long divisions and occupations on domestic variables in the period of independence, it focuses on Ukraine's relations with
importznt internationzl organizations such 25 NATO and the Commonwealth of Independent States, and to global actors such a5 United States of America, the Russian Federation,
znd the Europezn Union. Anzlyzed from the perspactive of the dilemmas due to its historical legacies, Ukrzing's contemporary foreign policy presents itself as 2 discourse marked by
specific impulses and inputs. This thesis concludes, after thorough research on the making of Ukrainian foreign policy, that previous historical experiences and external factors have
shaped contemporary internal variables, leading to 2 specific ambiguity. Conseguently, this thesis maintains that ambiguity rather than a particular "Westernization” or "re-
